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The second “MADE IN ROCHDALE 2007” exhibition is being organised by the Women’s Enterprise Initiative on behalf of the Rochdale Women’s Network and will be held at Rochdale Town Hall on Tuesday 6th March 2007.  This event will be open to business visitors as well as the general public. 

Exhibitions are a perfect way to enable potential customers and suppliers to view and experience your products or service.  Being face-to-face with potential customers and suppliers is one of the best ways to promote your business.  You can answer any questions or queries in person and as a result, exhibitions can usually generate business leads. 

Used effectively, exhibitions can also be used to conduct market research.  By researching the market you will find answers to how much you should price your product, who to sell it to and where. 

Exhibitors will be permitted to sell products from their stands during the Exhibition, but please note that all food items must be labelled ‘to be consumed off the premises’ and pre-wrapped and sealed.

Exhibition Stands are strictly limited to members of the Women’s Enterprise Network.  There is a Booking Fee of £35 (price to be confirmed), which must be paid when you book your stand.

Whilst every reasonable precaution will be taken, the Women’s Enterprise Initiative and the Rochdale Town Hall expressly decline responsibility for any loss or damage which may befall the person or property of any Exhibitor from any cause whatsoever.  Your attention is drawn to the importance of looking after your stands, money and property before, during and after the Exhibition.  If you are displaying expensive items such as computers, you may wish to consider insurance protection.

Car Parking spaces have been reserved in the Town Hall car park for Exhibitors. One pass will be sent to you before the event, other passes are available and must be booked beforehand for £6.50 each.  Short-Stay Car parking for visitors is available in the Town Hall Car Park at a cost of £1.30 for 3 hours. Other parking is available nearby.

Extensive promotion will be undertaken within Rochdale and surrounding areas by means of advertising, editorial and press releases in selected newspapers, publications and websites and the ‘MADE IN ROCHDALE 2007’ show guide will also be an important marketing and reference tool.  Also included will be:

· Shell stand and name board

· 50 word business profile & logo in the show guide

· Exhibitors to receive brochures for own promotional purposes 

· Company logo to feature on the exhibitors’ section of the Rochdale Women’s Business Network website. 

· Reciprocal web link to sponsor’s homepage from the Rochdale Women’s Business Network website

To make the most out of the ‘MADE IN ROCHDALE 2007’ exhibition it is recommended that you attend the “Pre-event” workshop organised for all exhibitors and undertake marketing on your own behalf.
